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Change Your Life 
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Corolla NC is just a lovely and interesting place to be.  One of the sites of interest is found in 

the Currituck Beach Lighthouse.   

In 1872 ships, cargoes, and lives continued to be lost along the 40 miles of dark coastline that 

lay beyond the reaches of existing lighthouses.  Southbound ships sailing closer to shore to 
avoid the Gulf Stream were especially in danger.  In response, construction began on the Cur-

rituck Beach Lighthouse in 1873 with completion two years later. on December 1, 1875. 

Located between Cape Henry Light and Bodie Island. Currituck 

Beach Light, unlike its fellows, was not painted, leaving its brick 

facade visible.  In 1939, the lighthouse was automated following a 

merger of the United States Coast Guard with the Bureau of Light-

houses. 

¶ Number of steps: 214 

¶ Height to focal plane of lens: 158 feet 

¶ Height to top of roof: 162 feet 

¶ Number of bricks: approximately one million 

¶ Thickness of wall at base: 5 feet 8 inches

Currituck Beach Lighthouse is located 34 miles south of the Cape Henry (Virginia) Light-

house 32 1/2 miles north-northwest of Bodie Island Lighthouse.   

It has the largest of seven Fresnel lens sizes, making it known as a first order lighthouse.  The 

original source of light was a U.S. mineral oil lamp consisting of five concentric wicks; the 

largest was 4 inches in diameter.  

Before the advent of electricity, a mechanical means was required to rotate the huge lenses 

that made the light appear to flash. A system of weights suspended from a line powered a 

clockwork mechanism beneath the lantern--much like the workings of a grandfather clock. 

The keeper cranked the weights up by hand every two and a half hours.  

Like the other lighthouses on North Carolina's Outer 

Banks, this one still serves as an aid to navigation. The 
beacon comes on automatically every evening at dusk 

and ceases at dawn.  

With a 20-second flash cycle (on for 3 seconds, off for 

17 seconds), the light can be seen for 18 nautical miles. 

The distinctive sequence enables the lighthouse not only 

to warn mariners but also to help identify their locations.  

The Currituck Beach Lighthouse was the last major 

brick lighthouse built on the Outer Banks.  

Featuring the Currituck Beach Lighthouse    



ñOur attitudes control our lives.ò  If 

that statement is in fact true, then it is 

imperative that we learn to control 

them.  A question worth pondering is 

ñif we arenôt in control of our attitudes,

What is an ñattitudeò, anyway?  One 

definition of attitude is ña positive or 

negative evaluation of people, ob-

jects, event, activities, ideas, or just 

about anything in your environment.ò  

However, the categorization of posi-

tive is not necessarily good and nega-

tive is not necessarily evil.  The rea-

son is that a positive, a supportive 

attitude toward some evil makes the 

attitude evil.  Further, a negative atti-

tude toward some good also makes 

the attitude evil.  By the way, evil is 

defined as something that causes 

ruin, injury, or pain. 

This is an important distinction to 

keep in mind.  A positive attitude to-

ward something isnôt good or healthy 

just because it is positive any more 

than a negative attitude is evil or bad, 

just because it is negative.  Stating 

the obvious, Christians ought to de-

sire healthy (good) attitudes and 

avoid of unhealthy (evil) ones.   

It is an understatement to say that the 

morals of our culture have 

ñprogressivelyò and significantly de-

generated in the last fifty years.  For 

instance, the general attitude toward 

sexual intimacy outside of a commit-

ted marital relationship (fornication) is 

viewed in a ñpositiveò light.  Not only 

is it viewed as positive, it now ap-

pears to be the ñnew normalò, and 

even encouraged as a preferred life-

style.  Our culture views this attitude 

as good.   

However, Christians know that they 

are to derive their standards 

for good and evil on such 

matters from the Bible.  

The Bible is quite clear 

that fornication is evil 

and is to be 

shunned.  So from a Christian per-

spective, a positive attitude toward 

fornication is evil and the negative 

attitude toward it is good. 

The point that I wish to impress upon 

your mind is that attitudes can not be 

judged as good or evil based on 

whether they are positive or negative.  

Rather an attitude is good or evil 

based on its relation toward its object 

and what the Bible has to say about 

the object of the attitude.   

Simply put our attitudes are our judg-

ments.  Attitudes that affirm good are 

good and those that affirm evil are 

evil.  It is, therefore, imperative that 

we examine our thoughts and atti-

tudes.  If we donôt discern and man-

age them, they will harm us and 

those around us.    

Pursue and know the truth.  Strive to 

understand reality from Godôs per-

spective.  This is no easy task.  It will 

take diligence, perseverance, and 

Godôs revelation.

According to the Merriam Webster 

dictionary, the word "attitude" means 

"an internal position or feeling with 

regard to something else." Other 

words often used as synonyms are: 

"disposition, feeling, mood, opinion, 

sentiment, temper, tone, perspective, 

frame of mind, outlook, view, or mo-

rale."  

Airplane pilots often use "attitude" to 

describe their horizontal relationship 

with the runway when they land. If 

their attitude isnôt aligned properly, 

the plane will make contact with the 

ground at the wrong angle and it will 

cause them to crash.   

In essence, your attitude is your in-

ward disposition toward other things, 

such as people or circumstances. As 

in with an airplane, attitude is applied 

whenever you must deal with some-

thing other than yourself. According 

to Godôs word, when you become a 

Christian, a part of your new creation 

is the development of new attitudes 

ð your attitude should become like 

that of Jesus. The Bible says, "Your 

attitude should be the same as that of 

Christ Jesus:" (Philippians 2:5). "You 

were taught, with regard to your for-

mer way of life, to put off the old self, 

which is being corrupted by its deceit-

ful desires; to be made new in the 

attitude of your minds." (Ephesians 

4:22 NIV)  

Bad Attitudes  

Most of us can easily identify bad 

attitudes when they are displayed 

outwardly in our words or actions, 

such as negativeness, criticalness, 

rebellion, defiance, impatience, unco-

operative, apathy, discouragement, 

independence, presumption, arro-

gance, self-centeredness, rudeness 

and such like. These are examples of 

bad attitudes which Christians should 

reject. However, keep in mind, atti-

tudes are inner dispositions of the 

heart and thoughts ð they are the 

hidden intentions which will eventu-

ally serve as the basis for our actions. 

"For as he thinks in his heart, so is 

he." (Prov. 23:7). In reality, no one 

else really knows the thoughts of your 

heart, except you and God. Conse-

quently, attitude is something that 

only you and God can work out ð a 

change which must take place in-

wardly.  

An example of a 

bad attitude is 

seen in 

George 

Brown. He 

went to 

church 

cheerfully 

as long as 

his busi-

ness con-

tinued to 

prosper ð as 
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long as everything went well for 

him. He sang joyfully in the choir, 

he rarely missed a service. But 

when hard times set in George be-

gan to drop away. He became re-

sentful toward God, even critical of 

other Christians. The right attitude 

to have when difficulty comes is to 

persevere in faith and draw nearer 

to God ð to fall at the feet of Jesus. 

The Bible makes it clear that God 

works all things together for our 

good when we love Him, and the 

testing of our faith is for our benefit. 

Trouble will never defeat the person 

with a right attitude.  

Another bad attitude can be seen in 

Sally Smith. She had been a Chris-

tian for nearly two years. She loved 

the lord and was growing as a 

Christian, but was still battling sins 

of the flesh ð she occasionally fell 

to the temptation of drunkenness. 

One evening the pastor and his 

family were entering a restaurant, 

when he noticed Sally slouching at 

the distant bar, obviously intoxi-

cated. The next Sunday after ser-

vice, the pastor and his wife took 

Sally aside privately, and warned 

her gently about the sins of drunk-

enness. He encouraged her to re-

pent of this activity and prayed with 

her. Sally was offended by the pas-

torôs forthrightness. She immedi-

ately changed churches and would 

often be heard "bad-mouthing" that 

church and pastor. First, she should 

have had a humble, submissive 

attitude toward the pastorôs loving 

correction of sin which was based 

upon Godôs Word (2 Tim. 

4:2, 1 Cor. 5:11-13, 

Gal. 5:19-21, Gal. 

6:1). As a general 

rule, persons who 

have a bad attitude 

toward authority 

figures always 

have a prob-

lem with 

God.  

Good Attitudes  

According to scripture, your attitude 

toward life, your circumstances, or 

toward other people should always 

be like the Lordôs ð as is defined by 

scripture. Good attitudes are gener-

ally demonstrated in being positive, 

encouraging, loving, humble, teach-

able, cooperative, considerate, self-

less, loyal, persevering and so forth 

(Gal. 5:22-23).  

To God  ð Our attitude should be 

reverence, submission, love, trust, 

humbleness, obedience, worshipful, 

and prayerful. (Psa. 111:10, Mark 

12:30, John 14:15, Jas. 4:7, 1 Sam. 

15:23)

To Hard Circumstances  ð Our atti-
tude should be patience, thankful-
ness, persevering, believing. (Rom. 
8:28, Gal. 1:9)  

To Our Church  ð Our attitude 
should be respectful, faithful, coop-
erative, helpful, willingness, depend-
able, participating, encouraging. (1 
Cor. 10:32, 1 Cor. 14:12, Heb. 2:12)  

To Duty  ð Our attitude should be 
faithfulness, responsibleness, obedi-
ence, cooperation, endurance. (Luke 
16:10, 1 Cor. 4:2)  

To Unfairness  ð Our attitude should 
be patience, humility, confident in 
Godôs justice. (Rom. 12:19, Luke 
18:7)  

To Disappointment or Tragedy  ð 
Our attitude should be humility, sub-
mission to God, prayerful, confidence 
in Godôs fairness. (Psa. 62:5, Jer. 
17:5, Deut. 32:4, Job 13:15, Rom. 
8:28)  

To the Lost  ð Our attitude should 
be compassionate, forgiving, encour-

aging, helpful, reconciling them to 
God. (2 Cor. 5:18, 2 Pet. 3:9, Matt. 
18:11-14)  

To Sin  ð Our attitude should be 
uncompromising, unaccepting, 
intolerant, unsympathetic, yet com-
passionate and reconciliatory for 
the repentant. (Matt. 18:8-9, Gal. 
6:1)  

To Success  ð Our attitude should 
be humble, grateful, God-glorifying, 
not self-exalting or forgetful to God. 
(Jas. 4:6, 10, Prov. 16:18)  

To Misunderstanding  ð Our atti-
tude should be peacemaking, rec-
onciliatory, patient, forgiving. (Col. 
3:13, Matt. 5:9, Phil. 2:14)  

How To Develop Good Attitudes  

1. Identify and Repent of Bad 

Attitudes   

Acts 8:22 "Repent therefore of this 
your wickedness, and pray God if 
perhaps the thought of your heart 
may be forgiven you."  

2. Submit Your Attitudes to God   

Bring your attitudes into obedience 
to Godôs Word. Apply discipline to 
your thought life ð submit your 

thoughts to those of Christôs. A 
good attitude is a matter of faith, 
disregarding your feelings, with a 
determination to embrace Godôs 
outlook and disposition.  

2 Corinthians 10:5 "casting down 
arguments and every high thing 
that exalts itself against the knowl-
edge of God, bringing every 
thought into captivity to the obedi-
ence of Christ..."  

3. Equip And Feed Your Atti-

tudes   

Dwell on the things that Godôs word 
tells us to ð those good and virtu-
ous things. If you dwell on the 
negative, your attitude will reflect 
the same.
